8.5. CLEANING MODE
|

For a correct tamping consistency, daily
cleaning of the tamping disk is recommended.

To do this, press the CLEAN button.

The disk will lower to the pressing position
and stay there for 10 sec. During this time
you can clean it with a brush, or cloth

if the disc is wet.

Press the CLEAN button again to return
the disk to its idle position.

If you want the disk to remain in the
pressing position to allow more time for
the cleaning, switch off the appliance using

the switch ( Q)
